Art Spin Berlin Gears Up for 2018 Tour
June 13th, 2018 (BERLIN) Art Spin Berlin is a community based interactive bike and art tour of creative venues, site-specific art performances and installations throughout various Berlin neighborhoods. The festival is returning for its fourth tour on Saturday, July 14th 2018 at 5 pm. Since 2014, each event has seen between 350–400 cyclists take over the streets of Berlin to experience an evening of engaging art and alternative perspectives of the city. Art Spin Berlin is inspired by Art Spin Toronto, founded in 2009 in Toronto, Canada. (www.artspin.ca).

On Saturday, July 14th, 2018, Art Spin Berlin curates a selection of projects on a 11 km bike route through the neighborhoods of Pankow, Niederschönhausen, Heinersdorf and Weißensee. “Berlin is full of both art and bike lovers, it makes a lot of sense to combine them into a festival that highlights both worlds”, says Art Spin Berlin founder and Canadian artist Vanessa Brazeau. She adds, “Our vision is to combine contemporary art in public space with urban cycling in order to discover new perspectives on Berlin's less explored neighborhoods from the point of views of the artists and art collectives working here”.
The goal of Art Spin Berlin is to create a community based art event that highlights the diversity and vibrancy of the Berlin art scene, while bridging the gap between the art world and the general public. Cycling as a group to each location, the tour encourages social interaction and sustainability, pushes the limits of the use of public space, community involvement in art, and our streets as cyclists.
From a contemporary dance performance in a church ruin to vegetables and animals training for their sport badges,
participants will experience eight projects at six locations. KuBiZ Culture and Education Center hosts the last stop with drinks, food and live music by 12 Volt, a zero emissions cargo bike band.
